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Abstract:

This documentation looks at the process of configuring Microsoft Windows Server 2003 operating Systems to support Great Plains. Certain Great Plain modules such as Business Portal and Customer Relationship Management require Windows Server 2003. Thus this installation must be performed prior to installing those modules that require Windows Server 2003.
This documentation does not describe the complete process of installing Windows Server 2003 but rather it identifies the activities that must be done to Windows Server 2003 after installation to ensure that Business Portal can be installed. 
In case it is not clear, Windows Server 2003 is a complete operating system similar to Windows XP. It is not an application that is installed on top of Windows XP.

Configuring Microsoft Windows Server 2003 to Support Great Plains

The first step is to create the appropriate server roles.
Click on ‘Add or remove a role’

Click Next.
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Choose ‘typical configuration for a first server’ and click Next.
Type in the active directory domain name (and write it down), click Next.
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For the NetBIOS settings, leave everything default and click Next.
Choose ‘No’ for “Forwarding DNS Queries” and click Next.
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Click Next in the ‘Summary of Selections’ screen (make sure you have the Windows 2003 Server CD in the drive).
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Click ‘Add or remove a role’ again on the ‘Manage Your Server’ screen.
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Highlight ‘Application Server’ and click ‘Next’
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Enable both Frontpage Server Extensions and ASP.NET and click Next.
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Click Next in the summary screen.
When the process is complete, you should see the screen below. Click Finish.
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
